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Gladstone History

Gladstone boasts some of the regions most impressive industries, including the largest Alumina Refinery in the world, the Stat e 6 s | ar ge st
station and Australiads | argest smelter.

Gladstone is an Australian city located some 550 kilometres by road north of Brisbane and 100 kilometres south-east of Rockhampton. The city is
situated between the Calliope River to the north and the Boyne River some 14 kilometres to the south. Between the two river mouths lies the
deep water harbour for which the city owes its existence. The harbour is protected by a low island to the east called Facing Island and to the
north by Curtis Island.

The city's population stands at 29,288 (2006 estimate), of whom 3.5 percent are of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander origin, with the
remainder being of primarily European descent. In addition, there is/was a significant American population that resided in Gladstone who were
associated with designing and coordination of several industrial plants in the area.[c@" needed)

The City of Gladstone contains a land area of 128 square kilometres. In addition to the mainland area, the Local Authority Area contains fourteen
islands as well as part of Curtis Island.

Prior to European settlement, the Gladstone region was home of the Baiali (or Byellee) and Goreng goreng Aboriginal tribes.

In May 1770, the HM Bark Endeavour, under the command of James Cook, sailed by the entrance to Gladstone Harbour under the cover of
darkness. Matthew Flinders, during his 1801-1803 circumnavigation of Australia, became the first recorded European to sight the harbour in
August 1802. He named the harbour Port Curtis, after Admiral Roger Curtis, a man who was of assistance to Flinders years earlier at the Cape of
Good Hope. John Oxley conducted further exploration of the harbour and surrounding countryside in November 1823. Oxley was dismissive of
the region, noting the harbour was difficult to enter, the countryside was too dry, and the timber useless for construction purposes.

Nevertheless, a colony was eventually established at Port Curtis. Colonel George Barney's expedition was eventful. On January 25, 1847, the
Lord Auckland, carrying 87 soldiers and convicts, arrived off the southern entrance of Port Curtis and promptly ran aground on shoals off the
southern tip of Facing Island. The settlers spent seven weeks on the island before being rescued by the supply ship Thomas Lowry and delivered
the intended site of settlement, the region now known as Barney Point.

On January 30 at a proclamation ceremony, Barney was officially sworn in as Lieutenant Governor of the colony of North Australia. The convict
settlement lasted barely two months. A change of government in Britain ordered the withdrawal of Barney and the settlers. However, interest in
the region remained. By 1853, Francis MacCabe was surveying the site of a new town on the shores of Port Curtis. Maurice O'Connell was
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appointed government resident the following year, resulting in an influx of free settlers as land became available throughout the region. In 1863,
the town became a Municipality with Richard Hetherington elected Gladstone's first mayor.
The fledgling town was named after the British Statesman William Gladstone.
Development of Gladstone was slow until 1893, when a meatworks was established at Parsons Point. In 1963, Queensland Alumina Limited
established its alumina refinery on the site of the old meatworks. Gladstone's port facilities were expanded and the city launched into an era of
industrial development and economic prosperity.

In the sister city program, Gladstone is twinned with the Japanese port of Saiki.

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Mining History of Mackay

Although Mackay could never be regarded as a centre of mineral production, its strategic position as a port ensured its participation in the mining activities of
the hinterland.

As early as 1861, just after the John Mackay expedition had discovered the Pioneer River , a gold prospector found a green-stained outcrop at Peak Downs in
the Clermont district and as a result, the first successful copper mine outside South Australia was launched. Although the copper was shipped out through
Broadsound, Mackay indirectly received a spin-off. The road party, after surveying the track from Peak Downs to St. Lawrence, was relocated to Nebo to
improve the dray road from that point to the new settlement at Mackay. This road became known as the Peak Downs Highway.

The next big mineral find in the district was also copper. This was at Mount Flora, about 18 kms, southwest of Oxford Downs station, to be soon followed by
another strike at Mount Orange nearby. About the same time copper was also found at Mount Gotthard near Lake Elphinstone. A number of local identities
were appointed to the board of directors of Mount Flora, including Charles Rawson, William Henry Paxton, Henry Brandon and Charles Keeley, after whom the
newly erected smelter was named. Several loads of unrefined copper were shipped out through Mackay, but in 1879 work was suspended until the prevailing
low prices recovered. It was 30 years before the furnace was lit again.

Again local Mackay names appeared on the list of shareholders and directors when the second Mt. Flora company was launched in 1907. W.H. Kirkup, F.
Reichelmann, H. McClusky, S. Pearson and J. Swanson among them. However, the outbreak of war in 1914 put an end to the mine.

Mount Gotthard on Suttor Creek, west of Nebo, also raised high hopes for a mining boom to offset losses in the sugar industry due to rust. The arrival of the
first loads of copper drawn by Pugsley and Ironsides' horse teams at Mackay in 1878 was greeted with the greatest excitement by a big crowd of sightseers
and toast were drunk in champagne to the success of the mine. However, the excitement was short-lived. The mine manager resigned, the furnace gave
trouble and it was rumoured the ore was running out. The company went into liquidation and the mine was abandoned.

Copper was found at Pine Vale, 10 kms. south of Mia Mia by Messrs. Orange and Keeley soon after the opening of Mount Flora field in the 1880's but the
mine was in a fairly inaccessible position and work was carried out spasmodically until suspended altogether in the 1950's. Pine Vale, however, could be
regarded the most successful of the copper mines.

Mount Britton goldfield was discovered in 1881 by James Heenan who did not bother to register a claim until the best spots had been taken up by others.

The alluvial gold was soon worked out and the reefs were then opened up by a mining company. A township developed, but by 1890 the company had
ceased operations and only prospectors remained.

Over the years there have been attempts to mine Mount Britton profitably and even at the present time activity is still going on.
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If the 1870's could be called the 'copper era' then the 1880's must have been the age of gold. After Mount Britton, it was Eungella's turn. Gold was found at
Bee Creek in 1888 and soon after on Broken River. Access to the field was originally via Nebo because of the steep climb up the range from the Mackay side.

Although pack horses could negotiate the steep track, heavy machinery and such like went by the longer route. By 1898, the gold mines had closed although
there is still prospecting going on.

Silver was found at Mount Barker in the Eungella area in 1889 and worked by a syndicate. Up to 1914 it produced some 218 tonnes of lead and 2222 ounces
of silver.

There was another gold find in 1889 at Grasstree south of Mackay and the Zelma Gold Mining Co. was formed. However, in 1895 it was reported to be
practically deserted. Various attempts to reopen the tried over the years without a great deal of success.

At the present time 'black gold' is the district's mining wealth. Although coal was reported in the late 19th century, it was not until 1971 that the first coal

from Goonyella was exported through Hay Point, south of Mackay, where a massive coal loading terminal was established. This terminal later extended to
another at Dalrymple Bay nearby, fed by an electric rail service to the various mines in the hinterland.

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Townsville History

The history of Townsville goes back to 1770 when the city was first visited by the Europeans. Captain James Cook described the region on his
first voyage around Australia and named it Cleveland Bay.

A number of maritime explorers stopped at Cleveland Bay after that. During the 1860s, a sea captain, Robert Towns asked John Melton Black to
build a dock on the Cleveland Bay in the north Queensland coast. The settlement was named Townsville after him. Soon Townsville was declared
a municipality, with John Melton Black as the first Mayor.

With the growing of sugar, the discovery of gold, the establishment of meat-works and the growth of pastoral industries in the hinterland the
port of Townsville saw a booming growth in the history of Townsville .

Soon a railway was also built from the port which moved out into the hinterland reaching Charters Towers, Ravenswood, Hughenden, Winton,
Cloncurry and Mount Isa.

The history of Townsville is marked by the early 1900s with the Australian Flag being hosted and proclaimed at a ceremony at Town Hall in
Townsville. The ceremony was conducted by the first Governor-General of Australia, the Earl of Hopetoun. Soon afterwards, Townsville was
declared a city under the 'Local Authorities Act'.

The history of Townsville is also marked by the world wars. During the World War I, the Townsville-based Kennedy Regiment was highly
involved in the capture of Germany's Pacific colonies. During World War II Townsville was a major military base, accommodating up to 90,000
Australian, American and other allied service personnel. The City was bombed on three occasions by the Japanese and was used as a major
offensive launching base during the battle of the Coral Sea.

Tropical storms have threatened the city of Townsville on many occasions of which a category 4 storm on Christmas Eve 1971 causing
considerable damage, has found a notable place in the history of Townsville.

Located around 1400km from Brisbane, Townsville today is a city of great appeal and trend with benignant and sophisticated buildings and old

pubs. It is an escape to a golden land which is warm with its culture and climate, the rich history of Townsville has paved its way to one of the
greatest tourist attractions of Australia.

The City of Mount Isa is located 1829 kilometres from Brisbane, the Queensland State Capital, and 883 kilometres from Townsville, the nearest major City.

Mount Isa City covers an area of over 43 310 square kilometres, making it geographically the second largest city
in Australia to Kalgoorlie-Boulder WA.

Located within the Mount Isa City boundary is the town of Camooweal - "The Western Gateway to Queensland" -
approximately 200 kilometres to the west, making the highway between Mount Isa and Camooweal the longest
street in the world.

The major retail chains, such as K-Mart, Coles, Best & Less, Rockmans, Sports Power, Mathers Shoes, Millers, '
Super Cheap Auto, Retravision, Beta Electrical, Harvey Norman, Autobarn and Woolworths are represented, together with a wide range of specialist
retailers.

In 1923, lone prospector John Campbell Miles, while travelling on a gold prospecting trip to the Northern Territory,
camped by the banks of the Leichhardt River. Sampling a nearby rock outcrop, he realised that it was heavily
mineralised.

Campbell Miles had stumbled on to one of the world's richest copper, silver, lead and zinc ore bodies.

He decided to call his discovery "Mount Isa" after the stories he had heard of the Mount Ida goldfield in Western
Australia.

Almost 100 years later, the Mount Isa Mine now owned by Xstrata is still one of Australia's largest producers of copper
ore.

The early pioneers of Mount Isa faced many hardships. The lack of water, remoteness, the summer heat, high costs
and scarcity of essential items made life extremely difficult.

Despite these hardships, the pioneers endured to create a city that has attracted people from all around the world.

What to Bring

1 You will be allocated a 3m by 2m space at each venue. Floor plans are subject to minor changes which may need to be made due to venue constraints. The event
managers will make every endeavor to provide you with a quality position to display your company services.

1 The display spaces will be separated using poster board partitions which have been hired and will be travelling with the roadshow. These poster boards can be used

to hang light signs using Velcro. No holes are to be drilled or nails hammered into these poster boards.

A single table (approx dimensions 1800 by 700m) will be provided for every booth. In most cases a second table will be available if required.

Each sponsor will have access to power and some basic lighting to enhance the displays.

We suggest you arrange 900mm retractable signage to enhance your displays. These signs have impact and are easily packed and travel well.

Each Sponsor is responsible for providing extension leads, power boards and gaffer tape and Velcro. We suggest you purchase a small tool or fishing tackle box and

create a kit of materials and include scissors, pens, sticky tape, fishing line, blu-tac, string, pins. (please note it is your responsibility to have extension leads and

power boards tested and tagged in accordance with government safety regulations, and taped safely to the floor as per OH&S guidelines)

We also suggest you pack a packing tape dispenser and also preprint address sheets for any packages which need to be couriered.

Giveaways are always popular; in particular stubbie coolers, caps, pens or whatever you have available from your marketing department.
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What makes a good exhibition stand?
Here are some ways you can maximise the results you can achieve from your exhibition stand.

Your time starts NOW! The road show series lasts for just one week but your marketing should start now and should continue well after the events are over. Start
contacting your clients in each region and inviting them to meet with you at the event. Follow up with the people you meet at each event within a week of the event.

Plan to succeed. Set objectives for what you want to achieve from the road show. Marka3 m x 2m space on your office floor and b

know how much equipment/promotional material you will need. Create new promotional material or order existing material from your marketing department. Arrange
giveaways or promotional items.
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Manage your leads. You will be collecting a lot of business cards and meeting many new contacts i but how will you remember them when you get back to the office?
Create a lead management form which you can fill out for each new contact and staple to their business card. Leave space for things like contact details and your own notes
and check boxes for the nature of their enquiry, whether they are a hot or cold sales prospect and when to follow them up. When you get back to the office you will have a
great basis from which to start follow-up correspondence and it will be easier for your office support staff to assist you.

Be an effective exhibitor. Some dos and dondéts for exhibitors:

Be an active exhibitori DONO T s pend tdown, eting or &lking or tmeghone in front of attendees.

DO plan the layout of your exhibition stand so that there are interesting things for people to look at the front of your stand i if they have to walk /nfo your stand to look at a
display or talk to you they may feel a little trapped.

MAKE full use of the visitor passport to introduce yourself, and stamp the delegates PASSPORT so they can enter into the prize draws.

DO make good use of corporate colours, signage, display material i you want attendees to remember your brand and your products.

DO have hands-on/interactive displays that attendees can get involved in

DO bring a kit of fAtool so t o h etdcppind welcrd idthewenues wilsnotdnavelthesedgtems available koyborrove p e, bl u

DO practice some opening lines or sales scripts that will invite people to respond to you positively.

DO use a lead management system to keep track of sales prospects.

Wear comfy shoes. Last but not least, you will be spending a lot of time on your feet during the road show week. Make sure you have your most comfortable shoes on!

Passport. Each delegate will be wearing a name badge which clearly indicates their name, job title and organisation. Delegates have been issued with a passport, he
passportis the d e | e gticketetdthke prize draw. To enter the prize draw the passport has to be stamped by exhibitors.

Exhibitors can use the passport to 'break the ice' and ask delegates if they would like to have their passport stamped. Exhibitor can then ask some brief questions to the
delegate while they are in the process of stamping the passport.

Seasoned exhibitors use this brief exchange of information while stamping the passport to qualify the d e | e gemduieids and determine which delegates are most relevant
and in most need of the information the exhibitor has on display.
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
